WHAT IS THIS PRODUCT?

Type

The Fund is an Irish domiciled sub-fund of CQS Funds (Ireland) PLC, an umbrella type open-ended investment company with variable
capital and segregated liability between sub-funds governed by the laws of Ireland and authorised by the Central Bank as a UCITS
pursuant to the Regulations.

Objective and Policy
The Fund aims to achieve returns through investment in a portfolio comprised primarily of convertible bonds across global markets.

When constructing the Fund’s portfolio, the Investment Manager (CQS (UK) LLP) will take into account the following factors, amongst
others, in relation to the asset classes and each issuer and/or position: historic and expected returns; risk-adjusted returns; historic and
expected volatility; liquidity terms; and correlations amongst asset classes, issuers and the holdings. The Fund may not always be fully
invested.

The Fund may use financial derivative instruments (FDIs) for investment purposes and efficient portfolio management.
The Fund is actively managed. The Fund is not being managed by reference to an index.

The Fund is considered to be suitable for investors seeking capital growth over the medium to long term investment and who understand
and are prepared to accept that the value of the Fund may rise and fall more frequently and to a greater extent than other types of
investment.

HOW LONG SHOULD | HOLD IT AND CAN | TAKE MY MONEY OUT EARLY?

The Fund has no required minimum holding period but has a recommended holding period of 5 years and is designed for medium-long term
investment. The investment objective of the Fund is to seek to maximise long-term total returns for Shareholders of the Fund. As such, a
recommended holding period of 5 years is appropriate in light of this investment objective.

You can redeem your investment at any time during the recommended holding period, or hold the investment longer. You may sell your
shares in the Fund each business day on which banks in Dublin and London are open for normal banking business. When you sell shares, a
charge (anti-dilution levy) may be payable to cover the costs incurred by the Fund in selling investments for the Fund. No other fees or
penalties will be charged by the Fund for any such transaction, however an execution fee might be chargeable by your broker if applicable.
By selling your shares in the Fund earlier than the recommended holding period, you may receive back less than you would have received if
you had kept the shares for the recommended holding period. In volatile or unusual market conditions, or in the event of technical
faults/disruptions, the purchase and/or sale of the product can be temporarily hindered and/or suspended and may not be possible at all.
